 Many people have been working diligently to prepare for the start of 
our fall programs, and we are eager now to get going.  We hope you had 
some wonderful and relaxing family time over the summer holidays, and 
are now ready for the start of a new ministry year.  

 As we anticipate a new season of discovering God together at East-
view, we want to say thank-you for the opportunity to serve you and your 
family.  Through our children’s ministry programs, many people are able to 
search and discover how they were made to serve and be an active and 
engaged part of this body called Eastview Church.  We encourage you to 
take some time getting to know the people who are spending time with 
your child at church each Sunday.  These are willing and dedicated ambas-
sadors, who have chosen to be involved in this adventure of discovery with 
your child. 

 Our Sunday morning schedule for children’s programming resumes 
Sunday, September 9th.  Children attending the 9:30 programs can be 
dropped off at their classrooms beginning at 9:15, and those attending the 
11:15 programs, can be dropped off at 11:00.  Prior to these times, the 
leaders and teachers will be involved in prayer times and prep for the 
morning.

 As a reminder, nursery and preschool age children require a parent 
tag to be shown at the time of pick-up from their rooms.  Grade 1-3 chil-
dren are picked up by their parents from Room 105.   Grade 4-6 children 
should have an arranged meeting spot with their parents for after the 
morning service.  Parents: Please honor your child and their 
leader by picking him/her up promptly after the service.
